ÁThe agricultural exception in the GATT, 1947

ÁThe myth: specificity of agriculture and its unique 
role in societiesé

ÁThe reality: pressure of the USA in order to protect 
their internal support schemesé

Á1960-1994: Us and Cairns Group led coalition 
to liberalize agricultural trade and bring 
agriculture into the multilateral trade rules

ÁFinallyé the URAA (1995-2000):

ÁInternal support (21%)

ÁMarket access (24%)

ÁExport restitutions (36%)



2. GATT/WTOõs influence on the CAP

ÁGATT/WTO as the main driver of CAP 
reformsé.

ÁIn 1992, CAP reform was necessary to put and end 
on the deadlock of the URAA negotiations

ÁIn 2003, the introduction of decoupled payments
resulted from the need to antecipate the results of 
the ongoing negotiations [end of the blue box, and 
the box shifting exercice to avoid cuts in internal 
support]

ÁSharp reduction of export restitutions to 5% of value 
of exports (25% in 1992)

ÁReduction of guaranteed prices & market 
intervention
